(The essay must be typed on an 8-1/2 x 11-inch sheet of paper with 1-inch margins using an 11-pt./Times new Roman font.)  Essays will be judged on content, grammar, capitalization, and spelling.

3.  RECOMMENDATIONS.   Please provide a letter of recommendation from a person who supervised your volunteer work with the Republican Party.
